General Competition Rules 

 

 

1. Periodic club competitions/challenges shall be conducted by the Challenge 
Master and designated assistants.  The Challenge Master and assistants shall be 
responsible for recording the registration of all participants, distribution of ballots 
and the tally thereof.  The results of each competition shall be announced by the 
Club President or his designate. 

2. Competitors are responsible for registering their entries with the Challenge 
Master for assignment of entry/position numbers at the beginning of the meeting.  
Competitors should refrain from signing their entered work prior to the challenge.  
Any signature or initials will be covered by masking tape. 

3. No more than three (3) items may be entered by any one club member in any 
challenge.  There will be only one category in any challenge unless the require-
ments of rule #5 are met. 

4. Eligible entries shall be limited to items turned within 12 months of the compe-
tition date, and may not have been entered in any prior club competition, includ-
ing the calendar competition.  

5. Special categories may be added to any competition if all of the following crite-
ria are met: 

a. There at least three (3) entries from three (3) different club members, 
or combinations thereof, that fit into and qualify for the same special 
category. 

b. Permitted special categories shall be limited to ñmulti-mediaò. ñOrna-
mentalò and ñcollaborative effortsò. 

c. ñMulti-Mediaò is defined as any turned object consisting of WOOD 
and one or more other materials.  Other material includes, but is not 
limited to, metal, mineral, plastic, rubber, shell or stone.  The simple 
application of paint, stain or finish does not qualify as multi-media.  
The use of metal or plastic parts from a ókitô does not qualify. 

d. ñOrnamentalò is defined as any object turned, at least in part, on a 
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December Challenge/Rules                                                                               
Wine Bottle Stoppers                                                                                      

Jars 
 
Wine Stopper entries need only follow the general rules and be 
properly classified as a wine or bottle stopper. 
 
 
Jar Challenge entries must follow the general rules, be properly 
classified as a jar and it must fit within a 6x6x6 inch cube.  In 
general a jar is taller than it is wide, has a neck and a snug fit-
ting lid, which may be like a cork or a cap. The neck of a jar is 
larger than the neck of a bottle.  If your 'jar' doesn't fit this de-
scription it may not be a jar. 

ñrose-engineò or ornamental lathe. 

e. ñCollaborative Effortsò is defined as any turned object created by the 
combined efforts of two or more club members, where each has 
made a significant and identifiable contribution to the finished piece. 

 

6. Recognition Awards ï Winners shall be determined by vote of the member-
ship present.  The entry receiving the most votes receives first place, the 
next highest vote count second place and so on.  The general competition 
shall have a first place (blue ribbon), second place (purple excellence rib-
bon), third place (light blue honorable mention ribbon).  Special categories, 
if any, shall be awarded first, second and third place ribbons only.  In addi-
tion, Best of Show (purple ribbon) shall be determined by separate vote, all 
items entered shall be eligible for this award, regardless of its placement in 
another category. 

7. Special competition rules may be issued with respect to some competitions.  
These special rules may impose size restrictions, shape definitions or re-
quire the incorporation of certain materials for an object to qualify for entry.

Eddie Castelin will be demonstrating ornamental turning on Lathezilla. 

If you want to have a little practice and decorate your own work here is 

what you need to know: Lathezilla uses a 1" X 8 shaft and will accept 

pieces as long as 6" and 4" in diameter without a problem.  The best use 

is on the top or face of the piece. Prepare your piece to be held in a #2 jaw 

of a Talon chuck.  A tendon of about 2 - 1/4" would be fine.  If on a facep-

late, be able to fit a 4" mini plate.  Bring woods with high oil content for 

best effect.  Practice pieces can be of tupelo gum or MDF.
