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Many of you asked for the syllabub recipe
at the pig roast so here it is, straight from
Beard on Food, by James Beard:

Starting the night before you plan to
serve it, grate the zest from 1 large lem-
on, extract the juice and combine it with
1/2 cup white wine or sherry and 3 table-
spoons of brandy or dark rum. Leave
this to marinate overnight. The next day
transfer this mixture to a 2-to-3 quart
bowl and add 1/2 cup sugar or to taste.
Add 1/2 pint chilled whipping cream very
slowly, stirring constantly. Grate in a lit-
tle nutmeg. Now beat with a wire whisk
or egg beaters until the mixture holds
soft peaks. This may take a little time,
but be patient. The mixture must not be
grainy or curdled. Spooninto 2-3 ounce
glasses. Top with a little lemon zest and
serve cool but not chilled, and as soon as
possible. One more thing -- do not at-
tempt to do any of this on the lathe as the
results will be very messy.

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Directions to October Meeting
From New Orleans take 10 heading
west to Veterans Blvd. Turn left onto
Veteransand go to David Drive. If you
don't see the kMart on the corner, you
turned the wrong way.
