1. Periodic club competitions/challenggsall be
conducted by the Challenge Master and desigta
ed assistants. The Ch&#nge Master and ass-
tants shall be responsible for recording the regk
tration of all participants, distribution of ballots
and the tally thereof. The results of each comg
tition shall be announced by the Club President
or his designate.

2. Competitor Clagfication. Each competitor
shall be classified as
or OMasterd to permit
within their particular peer group. Initially, most
club members will ben-a
ticed or O our ihsechitmerad
they are advanced by default or choice.

6 Ap p r eonbeginoeetdrners are defined
as any member who has been turning
twenty-four (24) months or less. Appre-
tice turners will advance to the next level
when they haveplacedin three compéi-
tions, have been turning for more than
twenty-four (24) months, or voluntarily
selfadvance to the next level.

0 J o ur na@ wtermediate turners are any
member who has been turning at least
twenty-four (24) months; exhibit a good
grasp of basic turning and finishing skills
as well as some advanced techniques.
Members of this class may voluntarily self
advance to the next level. Once a jou
neyman has placedirst in three compet-
tions, they wild.l ad

member who selfclassifies, works as a -
fessional wood artist or craftsman, or who
regularly exhibits

held by professional associations of artists.

We expect the clubo
self identify and compete asuch. Master
turners consistently exhibit advanced skills
in design, finishing, embellishment, and
other turning techniques.

3. Registration of EntriesEach competitor is respan-
sible for registering their entries with the Challenge
Master for assignment & entry/position numbers at
the beginning of the meeting. Competitors shoulde-
frain from signing their entered work prior to the
challenge. Any signature or initials will be covered
by masking tape.

4. Limitation of Entries. Each competitor shall be i-
mited to three (3) items per competition, except the
6Bl ock Busterd competiti

5. Eligible entries shall be limited to items turned
within 12 months of the competition dateand may not
have been entered in any prior club competitinciud-
ing the calendar @mpetition. Every item must have
wood incorporated into it.

6. Recognition Award$ Winners in each class shall
be determined by vote of the membership present.
The entry receiving the most votes receives first
place, the next highest vote count second pkaand so
on. Each class competition shall have a first place
(blue ribbon), second place (red ribbon), third place
(white ribbon). Special categories, if any, shall be
awarded first, second and third place ribbons only.
In addition, Best of Show (purpleribbon) shall be de-
termined by separate vote, all items entered shall be
eligible for this award, regardless of its placement in
another category.

7. Special competitionules may be issued with e-
spect to some competitions. These special rules may
impose $ze restrictions, shape definitions, require the
incorporation or use of other materials for an object
to qualify, and limit the number of competitors.

8. Block Busteris a special competition to be held a
limited number of times each year. The number of
participants shall be limited and chosen by lottery.
Each participant shall be given similar sized pieces of
wood from the same tree and have two (2) months
from the selection date to convert their block into one
or more turned pieces for entry into the comjetion.

A fine may be assessed any voluntary participant whc
fails, without good cause, to return the finished work
within the time allowed.
