As mostmembers of The Bayou Wdturners knowl am affiliated with The Freedom Pens Project a
| am dways busy preparing theen blanksind tuning Freedom Pens.

Recentlyl had made over 150 pen blanks out of Dyowood wedges.These are dyed Beech and al
glued bgether with an acrylic cement. get these from the scrap pile of a supplier in M&hyway | vi-
sited Bdby McCaley's shop where he had a new table saw and had asked him if we could cut the
wedges into pen blanksde, of course, said yes.

Whenl arrived we attached aaguum hose to thexbaust port of the table saw and then attached th.
hose to thentake port of a "Cyclone" and then attached another hose tatiaest port of the "Gy
lone" and thentéached it to 46 gallon shop acuum. We thought we had made sure that all carine
tions were secureWith this "feel good" fekng we did not use face masks.

We cut 161 pen blanksShotly before we finished | told Baby that | was feléing nauseated and felt
that | needed to udes restroomas | felt that | would vomitl was feding fine when | got to his shop.

After analyzing my nauseated cation | concluded that we must have had a small leak or there w.
cetain amount of the dust created by the bladehlbdescaped from thexbaist system we were s+
ing. 1 was as close to the saw as Bobby was but it had no effect onrhisis a classic condition that
some woods bothersomend not others such &ocobolg Walnut and Spanishedar.

| had this nauseated feeling for about 48rsoDuring this time, bviously, | did not work with any
wood. This futher caonfirmed that the aciyc cement in the Pmondwood pen blanks had affect on
me.

| should say that we should all be moreetidrwith the dust and vapors we create in dwss. Some
of these dusts and vapors could beggeous to our health.
