During Eddieôs demonstration he mention the used of an adapter that can be screwed 

onto the Oneway Revolving Center (on the tailstock) to hold a faceplate or chuck. As 

pictured above if a scroll chuck is attached to the Revolving Center Adapter, the tailstock 

can then be brought up to the tenon on the bottom of the bowl while it is still attached to 

the headstock providing a good centering fit. The attachment is then unscrewed from the 

chuck, the faceplate removed and the bowl with chuck attached screwed onto the Head-
