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Art, Ethics &                     
Woodturning

The purpose of this article is to provide a basis for 

a frank and open discussion about ñwhat is and 

what is notò acceptable within woodturning as a 

whole.  Some of you may recall an incident occur-

ring at our January 2011 meeting.  That incident 

led to an attempt to create a committee to examine 

the issue(s) and develop a set of broad guidelines 

we should follow as a club.  Unfortunately, the 

committee never materialized and a call went out 

for someone to write an article such as this ï I took 

up the challenge.  I have tried to write a fair and 

balanced article and hope you feel that I succeeded. 

Perhaps we should start off with some basic broad 

definitions.  If we do an internet search , we can 

find on Wikipedia ï ñArt  is the product or process 

of deliberately arranging items (often with symbol-

ic significance) in a way that influences and affects 

one or more of the senses, emotions, and intellect. 

It encompasses a diverse range of human activities, 

creations, and modes of expression, including mu-

sic, literature, film, photography, sculpture, and 

paintings. The meaning of art is explored in a 

branch of philosophy known as aesthetics, and 

even disciplines such as history and psychology 

analyze its relationship with humans and genera-

tions.ò 

For Ethics, Wikipedia provides.  ñEthics, also 

known as moral philosophy, is a branch of philos-

ophy that addresses questions about moralityðthat 

is, concepts such as good and evil, right and 

wrong, virtue and vice, justice, etc.ò  Wikipedia 

goes on to state there are major branches of ethics.  

I donôt believe further explanation would help this 

article.  However, we should note that many pro-

fessions have codes of ethics the members are ex-

pected to follow.  Some ethics codes are imposed 

by membership in a society and some imposed un-

der law by state governing boards. 

My definition of wood turning would be ï the 

craft or process of transforming wood into 

useful and pleasing objects by using a lathe, 

the appropriate tools and techniques.  The ob-

jects created by woodturning are first and 

foremost created as utilitarian objects.  When 

sufficient skill, design ideas and techniques 

are added to the process the objects can be-

come works of art. 

The definition of some of the terms used in 

the January incident should also be provided.  

I believe copyright and plagiarism are two 

terms that should be clarified.  

 FindLaw.com defines a copyright as the 

ownership of an original work.   Generally, 

only the author of a work can claim copyright. 

Once the work is completed in "fixed" form 

(e.g. a story written down on paper, a comput-

er program saved on a disk, a song recorded 

on tape), the copyright becomes the property 

of the creating author. Joint authors of a work 

are co-owners of the copyright unless there is 

an agreement to the contrary. 

A work created in fixed form is automatically 

protected by copyright. The author immediate-

ly owns the copyright in the work and only he 

or she enjoys certain rights, including the right 

to reproduce or redistribute the work, or to 

transfer or license such rights to others. 

ñPlagiarism is defined in dictionaries as the 

"wrongful appropriation," "close imitation," or 

"purloining and publication" of another au-

thor's "language, thoughts, ideas, or expres-

sions," and the representation of them as one's 

own original work, but the notion remains 

problematic with nebulous boundaries. The 

modern concept of plagiarism as immoral and 

originality as an ideal emerged in Europe only 

in the 18th century, particularly with the Ro-

mantic movement, while in the previous cen-

turies authors and artists were encouraged to 

"copy the masters as closely as possible" and 

avoid "unnecessary invention."   This is also 

from Wikipedia.

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I also explored the AAW website for informa-

tion concerning ñCode of Ethicsò, ñcopyingò 

and ñplagiarismò.  I found references to a Code 

of Ethics, but no written codification as such.  

AAW personnel told me there is a óCode of 

Ethicsô in the Board of Directors manual, but 

had to ask permission to send me a copy.  I did 

find many references, in the on-line journal in-

dex, to ócopyingô, óethics in woodturningô and 

óplagiarismô.   Some of the more prevalent vo-

lume & issue references were:  6.2, 6.4, 7.1, 

9.1, 9.2, 9.4, 20.1, 20.3, 22.2 & 26.2.  You can 

search for and read those articles at your lei-

sure. 

In Volume 20.1, Glenn McMurrayôs article 

Plagiarism, Whereôs the inspiration?  sets 

forth the position that we are taught and learn 

by copying but there reaches a point we need 

to stop because copying/plagiarism is just 

wrong.  He has no objection to use copying as 

a learning tool, but we cross the line when we 

copy someone elseôs work and present it as our 

own.  David Ellsworthôs  thoughts on copying 

are presented in an attendant article, match 

fairly closely with Glenn McMurray. 

Jacques Veseryôs article Plagiarism, Copying, 

& Influences in Volume 20.3 of the American 

Woodturner covers the discussion of a panel at 

the Overland Park symposium in 2005.  The 

panel consisted of David Ellsworth, Binh Pho, 

J. Paul Fennel, Johannes Michaelson and Jac-

ques Versery.  Again, the general consensus 

conveyed in the articles is Woodturners are a 

generous in their teaching methods, the teach-

ers teach so the learners can learn, students 

learn best by copying and being inspired, at 

some point the student needs to strike out on 

their own and find their own place.   

In all of the articles that I read, the writers ac-

knowledged Woodturners are generous by na-

ture, wish to see the craft grow and continue, 

will freely share their knowledge and tech-

niques.  They acknowledge the best way to 

teach is to demonstrate what they do and have 

the students copy the object and techniques.  

The current teaching method is not dissimilar 

from the ways of centuries past when a turner 

would be apprenticed to a master.  The appren-

tice would be taught in steps and stand at the 

lathe reproducing an object, but it was never his 

own ï it belonged to the master, because the 

master had devised the shape, form & design.  

Many times the modern turner is guilty of copy-

ing and plagiarism without realizing it.  This is 

where the concept of ethics comes into play.
