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  Thoughts on the Permitted Number                    

and Duties of the  

Board of Directors of the                                

Bayou Woodturners

Article VII of the Club‟s current bylaws, 

adopted in December 2010, limits the total 

number of directors to seven (7) – com-

prised of the president, vice-president, trea-

surer, secretary and three (3) at large mem-

bers.  All are elected at the annual meeting 

to serve for one year terms or until their suc-

cessors are duly elected.  The article also 

governs the general duties of the Board, 

meeting frequency, defines a quorum, and 

discusses absences, vacancies and removal 

of a director. 

 

I have served on the board as treasurer for 

three years through two different presiden-

tial administrations, each with its own style.  

Operating a club our size requires a tre-

mendous amount of effort.  The entire 

board, officers and at-large members, need 

to work together and cooperate in setting 

goals and objectives for the club, as well as, 

performing the monthly duties necessary to 

keep the club growing and healthy.  Toward 

that end, we may need to make some 

changes to Article VII of the bylaws to per-

mit an increase in the number of members, 

change the minimum number and frequency 

of board meetings, and clarify some of the 

board‟s duties.   

 

The various functions that occur before, dur-

ing and after at each membership meeting 

should be either handled directly by or 

through a committee chaired by a director.  

This would give the directors first-hand 

knowledge of the various functions and be 

in a better position to discuss those func-

tions when necessary at board meetings.  I 

think we should add only two additional 

at-large board members, helping to reduce 

the number of functions each would have 

to handle. 

 

Currently, the board is only required to 

meet once after being elected.  I think the 

board should be required to meet in person 

more frequently – either quarterly or every 

other month.  It is very inefficient to try 

and have an „email‟ based meeting.  The 

board members could certainly use email 

to request items to be added to the agenda 

for the next meeting; but, trying to hold a 

discussion via email doesn‟t work very 

well.  Developing and managing the club‟s 

operating budget can best be accomplished 

at a face-to-face meeting.  Choosing and 

arranging for a guest turner actually tends 

to span more than one year.  This function 

involves determining who, when, what our 

cost will be, estimating number of atten-

dees, and setting fees to be charged.  The 

club does not need to make a lot of money 

from such an event, but it can‟t afford to 

lose very much either.  These are just two 

of the functions the board needs to be kept 

apprised of and needs to participate in.  

There are others. 

 

There are two functions that, I think, 

should be handled directly by a board 

member.  One of those functions is not be-

ing properly handled at all.  Our current li-

brarian is doing a good job and I think the 

librarian should be a board member be-
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cause he/she would be the best person to 

gather information regarding material re-

quests, interest areas, missing items and 

maintaining an inventory.  All of this in-

formation is needed to make intelligent 

decisions about library expenditures.   

 

The function in need of attention is the 

„Trailer Master‟.  Think about it.  The trai-

ler is a major asset of the club, and it con-

tains all of the other assets of the club.  

We need someone to fill that position and 

they should be on the board.  We cannot 

afford to have equipment become mis-

placed or left in an inoperable condition.  

Whoever the Trailer Master is needs to 

oversee the loading and unloading of the 

trailer, develop an inventory, a check list 

for loading and unloading, and help in 

proper organization of the trailer‟s con-

tents.  Their primary function would be 

proper storage, protection and mainten-

ance of equipment. 

 

In addition, the board needs to itemize the 

various functions and assign them to 

themselves in an equitable manner.  Add-

ing two more at-large members would 

help  spread the tasks.  We may not be 

able to accomplish everything in one year; 

but, that doesn‟t prevent us from starting 

to get more people involved with the 

club‟s operations.  Even if we don‟t add 

any new board members, we could use 

more members stepping up to the plate 

and assisting through service on a commit-

tee. 

 

This article is intended as just a little food 

for thought.  Thanks for taking the time to 

read it.
